*If you take your boat to other waters PLEASE pull your plugs, clean your hulls and all exposed surface
areas with a bio-friendly soap, before entering our lake.
This will assist in slowing invasive weeds and zebra mussel populations that have already been introduced
into our waters.*

the beach will not be tolerated.

o Adhere to signs and rules posted on fences and light pole.

e Please respect Park and Beach property including all grills, tables or other equipment that may be furnished.

e Loitering in parking lot after the beach has closed is prohibited.
